Scholastic Reading Counts (SRC)

The Scholastic Reading Counts (SRC) Program is a computerized reading program that matches a reader’s skill level and interests to books in the scholastic library with a simple 1-2-3-4 step process: 1) students take Scholastic Reading Inventory assessment tests on a quarterly basis (or more often if preferred); 2) students choose a book based on results of assessment, which assigns a lexile score to each student; 3) students read the book; and 4) students take a 10 minute computerized quiz on their book. As an added component of this program, incentives can be provided to students for successfully reading their books and passing quizzes.
Program Procedures:

1. Teachers will sign out books using Teacher's Sign-Out Forms and students will log in books on the My Personal Log Sheet.  Log sheets can be found on each Team's book shelf in the RC Lab.

2. A book report sheet will be given to each student at the time of signing out.   Information on the book can be found on the inside cover.

3. Students will choose a book on their Lexile Reading Level or 150 points above their Lexile Reading level.

4. Students will have two to three weeks to complete the book and the book report.  All quizzes and assignments are graded.
5. Students will return books to their core teachers and submit book report to their Language Arts teachers on the first day of the testing week.

6. Students will take RC quiz in __________ classroom according to each team’s schedule.  Teachers are to remain with their students during testing.

7. Teachers will sign back in RC books to the Reading Counts Lab during their preparation period by the end of the testing week.
